One of the delights of being a pastor is the opportunity to work with youth. Whether it’s Children’s 

Time, Confirmation, or maybe working with our Senior High or Exhale, it always has its joys and, at 

times, frustrations. However, I never cease to be amazed by the questions that come from our young 

people. As part of confirmation, confirmands are required to complete a monthly Worship Report. This 

report includes the question, “What questions and/or challenges did the sermon raise?” (Of course, 

the intent is to encourage the confirmand to think about the sermon.)  

Recently, on a Worship Report, a confirmand answered the question by asking two of his/her own, 

“How do I make the time to worship God?” and “How can I strengthen my relationship with God?” 

Two excellent questions with which we as adults have struggled or are struggling. I would suggest 

that the answer to the second question can be found in the answer to the first question. How do I 

make time to worship God? In one way it is a very difficult question to answer and on the other hand, 

it’s easy. I will take the easy explanation first: Make the choice to just do it! We must ask ourselves 

how we make time for the other important parts of our lives. Would you not attend your son or 

daughter’s game or performance because that day is the only day to sleep in? Would you rearrange 

your schedule to go to a Cardinals’ game wo which someone just gave you free tickets? The point is, 

we always find time for the things that are important in our lives.  

Recently, during my sermon, I cited Bryan Sirchio’s thoughts regarding worship from his book, “The 6 

Marks of Progressive Christian Worship Music.” I think it bears repeating: “First, worship, among 

other things, is not just something we do or experience in a church building for a certain amount of 

time. It can be that of course, but it’s more than that. It’s a way of being; a way of living. Worship is a 

total life response to God’s love for us. It’s about doing our best to live every moment of every day in 

such a way that God is honored and respected and loved. In this broader sense, I and many others 

would contend that worship is a lifestyle.” 

When it comes to attending worship I tell people that I am not the worship sheriff - maybe the fact that 

they think so implies some contrition. However, do not shoot the messenger when I tell you the 

answer to the question “How do I make time for worship?” Just do it!
