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The Illumination of Repentance 
(suggested readings:  2 Corinthians, Chapters 3 and 4) 

 
As the sun was getting low in the western sky today, it cast a beam of deep golden light through a window that 

perfectly illuminated a wooden file cabinet in the room where I was sitting.  So wonderful was the reaching light 

that the grains of the oak wood seemed to leap out.  As I watched, the lighted area shrank and the intensity 

faded.  I thought of Moses' face after being with God on the mountain, how at first his face was illuminated, but 

then slowly faded.  When Moses realized what was happening, he veiled his face before the people so the 

people wouldn’t witness him losing the glow.  We do seek to conceal things, and rarely are we under such 

illumination as to be in the spotlight.  Sadly, whatever is hidden, can never be brought to the light of the Lord's 

healing mercy.  As I write this, young people are choosing Halloween costumes.  Some dress in ways that 

make them unidentifiable to many of us while the pretend is for amusement.  We do well to consider how we 

too pretend.  God calls us to come to Him in truth, while the temptation to conceal our weakness is great.  

Repentance is the way to truth.  David, the man of God's choosing, sought to hide his true self from God and 

those around him.  Tragically, even life was lost because of the denial of his true self.  Only when confronted 

by God through the prophet Nathan was David revived from the stupor of his reckless lie.  Only then could he 

pen the words of Psalm 51 and 32 that compel us to come before God in absolute truth as best we know 

it.  Thomas Merton wrote the following words regarding our false self, "There is a person I want to be, but 

cannot exist, because God knows nothing about him, and to be unknown to God is altogether too much 

privacy."  May we all be compelled to come before God in surrender and complete truth.  Further, may we ask 

God to help us see the things of us that are hidden from our awareness, that we may lay aside all matter of 

disguise knowing God loves us; knowing further that we will not be healed from the brokenness we refuse to 

admit and bring to the Healer.  Repentance is a beautiful word.   It brings us to Christ, humbled, needy, broken, 

ready to accept the covering of Christ's righteousness.  This Thanksgiving and every day, may we be thankful 

for our Lord Jesus!  He has come to save the lost!  He has come to save you and me!
