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Recently, John shared with the children during the children’s time 
the many ways we can express love using candy hearts.  As I 
was reflecting on John’s message to the children I thought how 
wonderful that would be to preach to adults.  How do you express 

love?  One of the challenges is that we only have one word for love.  In the Greek language, 
there are at least four words—eros, storge, philio, and agape—all describing different aspects of 
love.  The English language has consolidated it all into one, making the word “love” inadequate. 
 

As children, we love our parents and grandparents.  However, we love our pets in a different way.  
We definitely love our brothers and sisters differently than our parents.  As we mature and enter 
adolescence, love takes on an entirely different meaning.  We often confuse infatuation with love. 
 

As adults, love means different things.  When we first date or when we marry, love has different 
meanings.  The longer we are married, love takes on different meanings.  When we have 
children, we love our children differently than our spouse.  We love our parents in different 
ways—depending on our age.  The point is to ask the question, “How do you show love?”  We 
have to be specific as to which love we are referring. 
 

Allow me to restate the question, “How do you show love to God?”  Is it by coming to His house? 
If so, does that mean when we do not come to His house that we do not love Him that week 
because something better came along?  Is it by answering God’s call on our lives?  If so, when 
we turn a deaf ear to God calling to us does it mean that we do not love Him or just that we would 
rather do something else?  Is it following God’s commandments to love one another?  If so, does 
that mean when we turn our backs on our brothers and sisters that we do not love Him or that we 
did not think God meant those  people? 
 

What makes love strong and impenetrable is consistent love.  Consistency is what makes God’s 
love so precious.  Can you imagine what it would be like if Jesus’ love was inconsistent?  What if 
Jesus would have changed His mind in the garden of Gethsemane when He cried out to God, 
“Let this cup pass”?  Jesus does not say that we get to pick and choose who we get to love; He 
says to love them all.  Jesus does not say that we get to pick and choose who we help; He says 
to help all  in need. 
 

During this Lenten season, as we consider our sinful nature, let us rejoice in the love God has for 
us as He offers His Son for our sake.  Allow ourselves to bask in a love that accepts us as we 
are, not who we will be.  Most of all, let us show our love for God by reflecting that love in one 
another.  Let us show our love for God by coming together, offering our praise, and worshiping—
not just when it is convenient.  I pray that you have the opportunity to say “I love you” to someone 
you love every day.  God does.
