Uni-Pres Kindercottage is a lifeline for the families we serve, providing education and loving
support for preschoolers and their parents, It has been a demanding year for us as the
coronavirus created real challenges for our children and families, our staff and our COmMLnity.
Every year our oldest children, the “High Schoolers”™ aged five, leave for "Big School”. This year
has been harder for many of them and their parents, and with the trials of wearing masks,
some of the children were still here into September. Many children cried and held on tight as
they left and we have had lots of return visits from these parents and their children.

What has been particularly concerning to me is our two playgrounds that are woefully out of
date. The play equipment in the area for our older children is completely worn out, We need a
“race car” space, bike trails, an area for sand play, music, shade and more. The section for our
little people needs a new safety surface that meets licensing requirements and climbing toys, a
sliding board and other items to replace the current music wall and plastic treehouse. The cost
of the materials is about $15,000 and we will need carpenters to assemble the equipment and
get allin place. This playground project is close to my heart because of the joy it will create for
our children and the morale boost for our staff as they supervise and nurture them., We need
your help to make this impertant initiative happen.

Last Thursday during our visit from the St. Louis Food Bank, an elderly reciplent brought me a
sweet potato pie she made from the food she had received, thanking me for all Kindercottage
does for the community. Ultimately, you make all this happen with your personal and financial
support. Any amount you can send will help us launch our playground project and see it
through to completion, and it will mean so much to our kids, our staff and our community. As
always, thanks for all the ways you love and support Uni-Pres Kindercottage.

With respect to keeping digital copies of information and photos,
Theresa suggested keeping the digital files in replicate on external hard drives, perhaps two copies. Theresa
